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PRAYER SERVICE 
CELEBRATING THE BEGINNING OF THE SCHOOL YEAR

Create a sacred space in your classroom or prayer room with different symbols representing school life (e.g. a book, football/basketball, school journal, the Bible, the school mission statement or icon of  your founder, a Cross).  Light a candle at the centre of the space and play some reflective music.  

Leader:  As we gather together today, let us close our eyes and become aware of God’s presence within us and all around us.  As we begin a new school year, we all have many hopes for the year ahead as well as fear and uncertainty.  Let us invite God to be with us now and in the coming months.  

I invite each of your now to reflect on your goals for the new school year and any concerns you may have.  (Provide them with some paper and an envelope to write down their goals for the year and seal them in the envelope and write their name on it).  

When we develop our gifts we grow and become fully alive.  This is God’s wish for each one of us and Jesus said ‘I have come so that you may have life, and have it to the full’.   Let us pray now that as we begin this new school year we will have real belief in ourselves, our gifts and our abilities, so that the coming year will be fulfilling for each of us.  May we always be mindful of the needs of others and the importance of building our school community as a place of justice and belonging for all. 

Scripture:  Isaiah (43:1-5)  
The Lord who created you says, ‘Do not be afraid – I am with you.  . I have called you by name – you are mine. When you pass through deep waters, I will be with you; Your troubles will not overwhelm you. When you pass through fire, you will not be burnt; the hard trials that come will not hurt you. 

For I am the Lord your God, the holy God of Israel, who saves you. I will give up whole nations to save your life, because you are precious to me and because I love you and give you honour. Do not be afraid – I am with you.’
The word of the Lord.

Leader:  I now invite each of you to come forward and place your envelope in the box on our sacred space.  As you do this, consciously hand over your hopes and fears to God, trusting that God is with us and when we seek God we will discover that He is already there waiting for us; waiting to be with us in our struggles, in our hopes and in our successes.  These envelopes will be returned to you at the end of the school year so you can reflect on your journey through the year.  We ask God to be at the centre of our lives in the coming year and now entrust everything to Him.
